	     All names should be formatted with no periods - e.g., JM SMITH NOT J.M. Smith.
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Use subtitles to mark the paragraphs of the abstract. For example: Introduction, Methods, Results, Conclusions.

Always define abbreviations, including standard measures. For example: National Advisory Committee on Immunization (NACI)

Each abstract must be complete in itself, i.e., include all information necessary for its comprehension and do not refer to another text by using phrases such as "the data will be elaborated....". The abstract must contain precise and quantifiable data. 

DO NOT include degrees, titles, institutional appointments or addresses. 

DO NOT include title and authors in this box.
